Become a soccer referee!

(Moms, Dads & Kids)
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Northborough Youth Soccer is affiliated with the Nashoba Valley Youth Soccer League.  The NVYSL uses United States Soccer Federation licensed referees.  Have you ever thought about becoming a referee?  You do not have to be a soccer player yourself to become a referee.  General knowledge of the game is helpful.  Training is conducted by the Massachusetts State Referee Committee.  Dads and moms are welcome to be trained as well as interested youths.

Level 9 Referee:

· Must be 12 years or older

· May referee in-town games up to U14 (AR)

· Recreational soccer games (no travel)

· 8 hours formal training (one day or multiple nights)

Level 8 Referee:

· Must be 16 years or older

· May referee in-town games, recreational games, travel games

· 16 hours formal training (usually over multiple days)

· Must pass written test at completion of training

· May take a bridge course.  If you are a grade 9 referee and your age plus your experience is 16, you can move up to grade 8 through the bridge course.

NVYSL pays each game to all licensed referees for travel games.  Northborough Youth Soccer pays licensed referees for all in-town games.  Refereeing a U10 game currently pays $20, U12 games pay $25 and U14 games pay $35.  Assistant referees are paid $18 for a U14 level game and $13 for a U12 level game.
